RAD (Relegalize All Drugs) vs. Safer Arizona – L Night – Sunday, September 24, 2017
Me
1) I have been in favor of legalizing ALL drugs ever since I have been in high school. 
Robert Morley who seems to be a Safer Arizona supporter seemed to accuse of being a right winged troll trying to create diversion among Libertarians and being on the Koch Brothers payroll. That’s a lie. I have been a Libertarian since either 1994 or 1995. I was on the ALP or Arizona Libertarian Party Governing Board until we lost the lawsuit to the ALP Inc. or Arizona Libertarian Party Incorporated. Since ALP did not have the resources to appeal the lawsuit to the Supreme Court we gave control of the Arizona Libertarian Party to the ALP Inc. 

I was also elected to the office of PC or precinct committeeman in the ALP Inc. That was an attempt to take back control of the party which we never even really tried. 
I have also ran as a Libertarian candidate for the offices of Maricopa County Board of Supervisors, Arizona Governor and President and on all of those web pages one of my positions is legalizing all drugs. 
Based on the way Robert Morley talks I suspect he could be either marijuana criminal defense lawyer Tom Dean or maybe David Stephen Wisniewski, both board members of Safer Arizona.
Robert Morley also sounds like David Stephen Wisniewski when he accuses me of using “racial slurs”. In this same post I was falsely accused of using racial slurs because I use the world marijuana, to refer to well, good old fashioned  marijuana, or cannabis as the politically correct  holier than thou people call it. 
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Legalizing all drugs is not insane
2) Legalizing all drugs is not insane. In fact Arizona legalized heroin, cocaine, LSD and all other drugs in addition to marijuana for medical use in the 1st voter initiative we passed.  That initiative was shot down by the DEA because it required doctors to write a prescription for the illegal drug as opposed to the current recommendation for medical marijuana. The DEA said it would revoke any doctor’s license to write prescriptions if they wrote a prescription for an illegal drug.

There is a group of hardnosed cops called LEAP or Law Enforcement Against Prohibition who also favor legalizing ALL drugs.  They know the “War on Drugs” is a dismal failure and want to legalize all drugs, not just marijuana, but heroin, cocaine and everything else.
And of course at the Federal level, marijuana was 100% legal prior to 1937 when the “1937 Marihuana Tax Act” was passed, and all drugs were legal prior to 1914 when the “1914 Harrison Narcotics Tax Act” was passed.
Last the Libertarian Party platform has always demanded that all drugs be re-legalized. 
Why I wrote the RAD or Relegalize All Drugs initiative 
3) I didn’t like Prop 203 or Arizona’s Medical Marijuana Act because it’s mostly about making the special interest groups that passed it millionaires by giving them a monopoly on growing and selling marijuana. And because it uses the current draconian marijuana laws to jail anybody that cuts into their monopoly with felony charges. 
Prop 203 was not written as a gateway to legalize recreational marijuana for the public.  It was written as a gateway to give the same special interest group a monopoly on growing and selling recreational marijuana, and to make them even richer. The first pass on that getting that monopoly on recreational marijuana was Prop 205 and it failed.

While I like Dennis Bohlke, I didn’t like his last initiative to legalize marijuana because it didn’t completely legalize marijuana. It more or less begged the government for permission to smoke a little pot and possess a little weed. 

I was also angry because there were no other initiatives or efforts to completely legalize marijuana. 

And that is what caused me to write the RAD initiatives. 
I want marijuana to be 100% completely legalized, like tomatoes or potatoes. So I wrote the RAD initiative which does that. 
There are two RAD initiatives – one for marijuana and one for all drugs
4) I wrote two RAD initiative. The first RAD initiative was to completely legalize marijuana, and the second to completely legalize ALL drugs. Both initiatives are identical except one only legalizes marijuana and the other legalizes ALL drugs. 

Given that the public is tired of the “War on Marijuana” and pretty much sees thru the governments “Reefer Madness” propaganda on marijuana, I think the RAD marijuana initiative is passable by the voters, even in Arizona.  
Remember we passed an initiative in Arizona to legalize medical heroin, cocaine and LSD in Arizona.

I don’t think the RAD initiative to legalize ALL drugs is passable today.  
But I think that it can be used to get people thinking about legalizing all drugs. It can be used to make the public aware of the government’s “Reefer Madness” laws about other drugs, and make it possible to legalize all drugs in a few years. I’m not going to say it’s going to be easy or quick, but I think it can be done.
The War on Drugs is all about $$$ MONEY $$$ 
5) The “War on Drugs” started out as a racist “war on minorities”.  And I’m sure it still is. 
The “War on Drugs” is now mostly about $$$ money $$$. 

The “War on Drugs” has evolved into a “jobs program for cops” and a jobs program for many other jobs.

The “War on Drugs” has also evolved into a government welfare program for a huge number of government agencies and businesses in the private sector. Those entities include courts, prisons, jails, prosecutors, judges, public defenders, prison guards, drug testing companies, police unions,  health companies that treat drug users and companies from the military industrial complex that supply the cops with the tools of the trade to wage the “War on Drugs”. 

If you just pass a law that says “drugs are now legal” it isn’t going to work. 

All those special interest groups that make big bucks from the “War on Drugs” will shovel money called “campaign contributions” or “bribes” to the legislators to pass laws that circumvent the “drug legalization” law and effectively make drugs illegal, and allow them to continue their financially profitable “War on Drugs”. 
Why is RAD so extreme? We need to drive a stake into the heart of the “War on Drugs” to kill it permanently. 
6) The reason the RAD initiatives are so extreme is to prevent those special interest group from passing all those laws to bring back their “War on Drugs”.

The 2nd line in the RAD initiative is:

The government shall NOT tax, regulate, or pass any laws governing the use of marijuana.

The reason RAD won’t let the government tax marijuana is because the government has used tax laws in the past to make things illegal. 
Back when U.S. Congresswoman Kyrsten Sinema was a member of the Arizona legislator she tried to pass a law to kill Prop 203 or Arizona’s Medical Marijuana Act. That would have slapped a 300%, $900 and ounce tax on medical marijuana to make it effectively illegal. An ounce of medical marijuana would have cost $1,200 if her tax was passed. 

I’m sure that was payback to the police unions supporting her.  That tax would have made medical marijuana effectively illegal, and forced the medical marijuana dispensaries out of business. 

The government could pass $100,000 yearly tax fee on businesses that sell marijuana. Again that would effectively make it illegal for most businesses to sell marijuana. 

The reason RAD won’t let the government regulate marijuana is because the government routinely uses zoning laws and other regulatory laws to make things effectively illegal. 

If the government has the power to pass zoning regulations on recreational marijuana, they could pass a 100 mile rule, making it illegal to grow or sell marijuana within in 100 miles of a school. And of course that would make it effectively illegal to grow or sell recreational marijuana in Arizona. That would be the recreational version of the medical marijuana 25 mile limit. 
The First version of the Safer Arizona initiative
7) When me, Alex Gentry and Sergeant David Stephen Wisniewski wrote the initial version of the Safer Arizona initiative it was based on the 2016 RAD initiative (which is almost the same as the 2018 RAD initiative) and the Jack Herer initiative from the book “The Emperor Wears No Clothes: Hemp and the Marijuana Conspiracy”.  Marijuana criminal defense lawyer Tom Dean was invited to attend, but I don’t think he attended any meetings. 
There are only three major differences between the RAD initiative and the original Safer Arizona initiative.  

The RAD initiative doesn’t set an age limit, while the Safer Arizona initiative initially set an 18 year age limit, which David Stephen Wisniewski changed to 21 because of his mom. 

The RAD initiative doesn’t allow the government to tax marijuana. In the initial Safer Arizona initiative we allowed them to tax marijuana with a simple sales tax, no greater than the current sales tax on food. 
The RAD initiative doesn’t require marijuana to be tested or label and leaves that to the free market.  The initial Safer Arizona initiative requires marijuana to be tested and labeled. 

Despite the 3 major differences between the RAD initiative and the initial Safer Arizona initiative, I thought we wrote a pretty good initiative and supported it.  It’s wasn’t 100% Libertarian, but pretty much completely legalized marijuana. 
Dave videotaped most, if not all of those meetings and placed them on Facebook and the Internet. So despite the fact that some people in Safer Arizona claim I disrupt meetings, you can view the videos and see that is false. 

Those meetings were also open to the public and anyone was allowed to attend.
Special Interest Groups try to influence the Safer Arizona initiative? I.e. Demitri Downing
8) The next set of meetings were held at marijuana criminal defense lawyer Tom Dean’s office and home. 

Unlike the previous meetings which were videotaped, I don’t think any of these meetings were videotaped. 

And unlike the previous meetings, these meetings were closed to the public and only open to Safer Arizona board members.  The one exception was Demitri Downing who attended several of these meetings. 
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According to an article in one of the Phoenix Business newspapers, Demitri Downing wrote the MPP or Marijuana Policy Project Prop 205 initiative to give the medical marijuana dispensaries a second monopoly on recreation marijuana. That was the one that did not pass in the 2016 election. Almost everybody on the Safer Arizona Board of Directors was against Prop 205. 
Demitri Downing’s family owns several medical marijuana dispensaries. I ‘m told the number is six.
Demitri Downing is heavily involved in the medical marijuana industry. He was or is the director of Arizona's Marijuana Trade Industry Association (MITA). I think this is the same group as the AMMA or Arizona Medical Marijuana Association. 
Demitri Downing was a prosecutor in Pima County and used to jail people for selling marijuana.  Kind of an oxymoron for a guy who now sells medical marijuana. 
I believe Demitri Downing is the brother of Yuri Downing. Yuri Downing is the guy who made the Arizona Libertarian Party look like fools by running for office and using the Clean Elections money to have parties at bars in Scottsdale and Tempe. 
At the Safer Arizona meetings I attended Demitri Downing asked us to give the medical marijuana dispensaries special perks in the Safer Arizona initiative. He was pretty much shot down on everything he asked for at the meetings I attended. 
I for one thought it was wrong to invite Demitri Downing to our meetings. Mainly because his work on Prop 205 was about screwing marijuana users and giving a monopoly to the medical marijuana cartel on selling recreational marijuana. I think a few other people felt that way too.  

I don’t know who invited Demitri Downing to the meetings. I suspect it was Tom Dean because they both are lawyers involved in the criminal injustice system. 
Tom Dean waters down the Safer Arizona initiative
9) After me, Alex Gentry and Sergeant David Stephen Wisniewski wrote the initial version of the Safer Arizona initiative we started to review the initiative with Tom Dean at his home or office.
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Tom Dean came up with 3 good ideas that I liked.

The first was allowing lawyers to give advice on how people can get around Federal marijuana laws. That was added to the Safer Arizona initiative, and I also added it to the RAD 2018 initiative.

The second was using the definition of marijuana from the Arizona Revised Statutes in the Safer Arizona initiative. I also used that in the RAD initiative. 

The third was to remove the stuff about marijuana testing and labeling in our initiative and let the free market decide what should be tested and labeled. I liked that, but I don’t think the testing stuff was deleted from the Safer Arizona initiative.

Almost everything else Tom Dean did was water down and weakened the protections of marijuana users that we had written into the original Safer Arizona initiative. 

Tom Dean originally got the $1 million in civil damages to any person who violates marijuana users rights reduced to $100,000 and then got it deleted altogether. That is in line 9 of the current RAD initiative, but was line 10 in the 2016 RAD initiative. He replaced it with his own version, which I think causes the police department to pay, not the individual cop who violated the rights. 
That line from the RAD initiative which Tom Dean had deleted read:

10. Any government employee, police officer or prosecutor that interferes with a persons marijuana rights defined in this initiative shall be personally and civilly liable to each person for each incident for a minimum of $1 million in damages or 10 times the actual amount of damages which ever is greater. There shall be no immunity to police offices or prosecutors who claim to be "acting in good faith" or other reasons.

It was either Tom Dean or Dimetri Downing who tried to require any business that grew marijuana to pay the state of Arizona a $20,000 initiation tax or fee, followed by a $10,000 yearly fee. That was pretty well hated by all the Safer Arizona board members. I remember Tom Dean telling me I needed to learn to compromise over my rejection of it. I almost dropped out of Safer Arizona over this. I thought it was complete rubbish!!!!
Tom Dean changed the automatic and free pardons for marijuana uses from RAD to pardons which they had to apply for in court, and pay court costs for. Sounds like something a lawyer who is looking for business would do.
We didn’t set any limits on the number of marijuana plants that could be grown, and Tom Dean reduced that to 99 plants when I was there and down to 48 plants after I was kicked off of the Safer Arizona board. If you grew over 48 plants you had to get a license. 
We didn’t have any restrictions on where marijuana could be grown. Tom Dean added a 1,000 foot limit from school for "home gardens" and commercial for growing of marijuana. Tom Dean added a restriction that marijuana could not be grown if it was visible from the public. I think that restriction is almost a word for word clone of the same restriction in Prop 205 which Demitri Downing wrote. 
We didn’t require people to get a license to sell marijuana. Tom Dean added that. Despite my protest that marijuana is illegal per Federal law and the fact that person applied for a license to grow or sell marijuana could be used against them in a Federal criminal court.
We didn’t have any restrictions on where marijuana could be sold. Tom Dean added a 1,000 foot limit from schools for sales of marijuana. Tom Dean added a restriction that marijuana could only be sold if you had a license. 

When we wrote the initiative we said that they could not write any zoning laws specifically aimed at marijuana. 

For example, they could NOT write a law that forbids selling marijuana in residential areas. But they could write a law forbidding selling ANYTHING in residential areas, and that would apply to marijuana sales, because it was zoning that wasn’t marijuana specific. 

Another example is they could NOT write a law that forbids using butane as a solvent to extract THC from marijuana plants in a residential area. But they could write a law that forbids using butane solvents to extract chemicals in a residential area. 

Tom Dean added a blurb that allows cities and counties to pass zoning laws that specifically address marijuana.

Some serious problems with the Safer Arizona initiative
10) Some problems I see with the Safer Arizona initiative

a) It requires a license to grow more than 48 plants. It requires a license to sell any marijuana.

If anti-marijuana President Donald Trump decides to start arresting people for victimless Federal marijuana crimes he can use the Federal courts to subpoena all these sales tax licenses and use them to hunt down and arrest these people. 
This seems to be put in to keep people from competing with the medical marijuana cartels. 

b) It is illegal to grow marijuana in a place that can be seen from the public. 

I’m sure some people will falsely think it’s legal to grow marijuana in their back yard or living room window and get arrested or ticketed for that. We need to legalize marijuana. Not create a jobs program for marijuana criminal defense lawyers. 

It will drive up the cost of growing marijuana, because lights will be needed to grow marijuana indoors.

It will cause fires because some people will ignore safety settings, and for others accidents will happen.
This seems to be put in to keep people from competing with the medical marijuana cartels. 

c) Any sale of marijuana requires you to have a sales tax license. 

I’m sure some people will think it’s legal to sell their marijuana and get arrested or ticketed for this. We need to legalize marijuana. Not create a jobs program for marijuana criminal defense lawyers. 

This seems to be put in to keep people from competing with the medical marijuana cartels. And there was stuff like it in Prop 205.

d) It is illegal to grow more than 48 marijuana plants. 

I’m sure some people will falsely think it’s legal to grow any number of plants and get arrested or ticketed for that. We need to legalize marijuana. Not create a jobs program for marijuana criminal defense lawyers. 

This seems to be put in to keep people from competing with the medical marijuana cartels. 

e) It is illegal to sell marijuana 1,000 feet from a school. 

I’m sure some people will not know about this law and get arrested or ticketed for that. We need to legalize marijuana. Not create a jobs program for marijuana criminal defense lawyers. 

This seems to be put in to keep people from competing with the medical marijuana cartels. 

f) It is illegal to have “home grows” or commercial grows within 1,000 feet of a school.

This will drive up the price of marijuana. 

It’s not as big of a problem as I initially thought because people will be able to grow their private stash within 1,000 feet of a school according to Robert Clark

But I suspect some people will not know about the law and get arrested or ticketed. Again we need to legalize marijuana. Not create a jobs program for marijuana criminal defense lawyers. 

This seems to be put in to keep people from competing with the medical marijuana cartels. 

g) Children cannot use medical marijuana unless they get a medical marijuana card.
This will drive up cops for parents with sick children. With current prices it will cost parents $250 to get a sick child a medical marijuana card. 
h) It is illegal to possess marijuana in a government building.

I’m sure a few people will get arrested or ticketed for this.

It’s horrible to deny people in prisons the use of medical marijuana for political reasons. Marijuana is a wonder drug that people in prisons should be allowed to use. 
i) City and county governments can set zoning laws for marijuana related businesses.
Currently in states where medical marijuana or recreational marijuana is legal, government rulers are using zoning laws to severely limit marijuana businesses. It has happened in Arizona for the medical marijuana dispensaries and I’m sure this will happen here if the Safer Arizona initiative is passed.

This will also drive up costs.

I’m sure the members of the current medical marijuana cartel, i.e. the medical marijuana dispensaries will “bribe” city and county governments to pass laws that severely limit the number of competing businesses. Sorry, did I say bribe, I mean shovel them money called “campaign contributions” to get the laws passed. Again this seems to be put in to keep people from competing with the medical marijuana cartels. 
j) I’m sure the police unions will pressure the Arizona legislator to do anything to make marijuana crimes a felony again. It’s not about protecting us from marijuana; it’s about keeping high paying police jobs that involve arresting people for victimless marijuana crimes.

One way to do that would be to make any crime related to not getting a tax license to grow or sell marijuana a felony. 

I don’t know if Tom Dean wrote the law so it’s impossible for the government to make sales tax law violations a felony. And if he didn’t, I suspect they will use this avenue to restart the “War on Marijuana” and let the cops keep all those high paying jobs that involve arresting people for victimless marijuana crimes.

If you are a lawyer and see any problems with it please tell me and I will try to fix them. 
1. The government shall recognize that marijuana abuse is NOT a criminal problem but a medical problem.

2. The government shall NOT tax, regulate, or pass any laws governing the use of marijuana.

3. The government shall NOT assist any other government entities, such as Federal, foreign, world, Native American or state governments in enforcing any laws against marijuana.

4. The government shall NOT pass any regulations discriminating against people or entities that use marijuana.

5. For this initiative the word marijuana refers to any form of marijuana, cannabis or hemp and includes concentrated forms such as hashish, hash oil, wax and shatter. This includes any form of marijuana used for recreational use, religious use, medical use, commercial use, industrialist use or other use. This includes all parts of any plant of the genus cannabis, whether growing or not, the seeds of such plant, the resin extracted from any part of a plant of the genus cannabis; and every compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture or preparation of such plant, its seeds or its resin; and every compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture or preparation of such resin or tetrahydrocannabinol. This includes all paraphernalia for marijuana use, such as but not limited to pipes, bongs, cigarette papers or dabbing tools.

6. Any person convicted of any marijuana offense in the past shall automatically have their criminal record cleared for those charges and automatically receive a full pardon for those charges.

7. Any person arrested for any marijuana offense in the past who accepted a plea bargain for reduced charges shall automatically have their criminal record cleared for those reduced charges and automatically receive a full pardon for those reduced charges.

8. The government shall not extradite a person to another state or country if the person could be charged with marijuana crimes which would be legal in Arizona.

9. Any government employee, agent, elected official, judge, police officer or prosecutor that arrests a person, passes a law or issues a ruling, guideline or edict that that interferes with a person’s marijuana use shall be personally and civilly liable to each person for each incident for a minimum of $1 million in damages or 10 times the actual amount of damages whichever is greater. There shall be no immunity to a person who claims to be "acting in good faith" or for any other reason.

10. All government courts shall accept cases involving marijuana use, and decide the case based on the oral, written, or other contracts of the parties involved. Courts may not refuse cases by saying that marijuana is illegal under Federal law, international law, or other laws.

11. The use of marijuana is defined as, but not limited to using, smoking, vaping, eating, consuming, drinking, snorting, transdermal delivery, injecting, sale, transfer, growth, cultivating, manufacture, processing, cooking, production, storage, possession, giving legal advice, transportation, or importation of marijuana.

1. THE STATE OF ARIZONA SHALL RECOGNIZE THAT MARIJUANA AND MARIJUANA ABUSE ARE NOT CRIMINAL PROBLEMS TO BE SOLVED BY ARRESTING PEOPLE AND PUTTING THEM IN PRISON, FINING THEM AND SEIZING THEIR ASSETS. 

2. THE STATE OF ARIZONA SHALL RECOGNIZE THAT MARIJUANA AND MARIJUANA ABUSE ARE MEDICAL PROBLEMS THAT ARE TO BE SOLVED BY THE PERSON WHO USES THE MARIJUANA. IT IS NOT THE GOVERNMENT'S JOB TO SOLVE PEOPLE'S MARIJUANA PROBLEMS. 

3. GOVERNMENT ENTITIES IN THE STATE OF ARIZONA SHALL NOT TAX, REGULATE, CONTROL, OR PASS ANY LAWS GOVERNING THE USE, SMOKING, CONSUMPTION, DRINKING, INJECTING, SALE, TRANSFER, GROWTH, CULTIVATING, MANUFACTURE, PRODUCTION, STORAGE, POSSESSION, TRANSPORTATION, OR IMPORTATION OF MARIJUANA OR ANY OF THE CHEMICALS IN ANY MARIJUANA PLANT. 

4. NOR SHALL ANY CITY, COUNTY, STATE OR OTHER GOVERNMENT AGENCY OR GOVERNMENT ENTITY IN ARIZONA ASSIST OTHER GOVERNMENT AGENCIES, SUCH AS THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT, FOREIGN GOVERNMENTS, INDIAN GOVERNMENTS OR OTHER STATE GOVERNMENTS IN ENFORCING THEIR LAWS AGAINST MARIJUANA. 

5. NOR SHALL ANY GOVERNMENT ENTITY IN THE STATE OF ARIZONA PASS ANY REGULATIONS DISCRIMINATING AGAINST PEOPLE OR ENTITIES THAT USE USE, SMOKE, CONSUME, DRINK, INJECT, SELL, TRANSFER, GROW, CULTIVATE, MANUFACTURE, PRODUCE, STORE, POSSESS, TRANSPORT, OR IMPORT MARIJUANA. 

6. FOR THIS INITIATIVE THE WORD MARIJUANA REFERS TO ANY FORM OF MARIJUANA, MARIJUANA PRODUCTS, CANNABIS OR HEMP AND INCLUDES CONCENTRATED FORMS SUCH AS HASHISH, HASH OIL, WAX AND SHATTER. 

7. ANY PERSON ARRESTED OR CONVICTED OF ANY MARIJUANA OFFENSE IN THE PAST SHALL AUTOMATICALLY HAVE THEIR CRIMINAL RECORD CLEARED FOR THOSE CHARGES AND AUTOMATICALLY RECEIVE A FULL PARDON FOR THOSE CHARGES. 

8. ANY PERSON ARRESTED FOR ANY MARIJUANA OFFENSE IN THE PAST WHO ACCEPTED A PLEA BARGAIN FOR REDUCED CHARGES SHALL AUTOMATICALLY HAVE THEIR CRIMINAL RECORD CLEARED FOR THOSE REDUCED CHARGES AND AUTOMATICALLY RECEIVE A FULL PARDON FOR THOSE REDUCED CHARGES. 

9. THE STATE OF ARIZONA SHALL NOT EXTRADITE A PERSON TO ANOTHER STATE OR COUNTRY IF THE PERSON COULD BE CHARGED WITH MARIJUANA CRIMES WHICH WOULD BE LEGAL IN ARIZONA. 

10. ANY GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEE, POLICE OFFICER OR PROSECUTOR THAT INTERFERES WITH A PERSONS MARIJUANA RIGHTS DEFINED IN THIS INITIATIVE SHALL BE PERSONALLY AND CIVILLY LIABLE TO EACH PERSON FOR EACH INCIDENT FOR A MINIMUM OF $1 MILLION IN DAMAGES OR 10 TIMES THE ACTUAL AMOUNT OF DAMAGES WHICH EVER IS GREATER. THERE SHALL BE NO IMMUNITY TO POLICE OFFICES OR PROSECUTORS WHO CLAIM TO BE "ACTING IN GOOD FAITH" OR OTHER REASONS. 

11. THIS CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT WILL NOT EFFECT THE ARIZONA MEDICAL MARIJUANA ACT WHICH SHALL CONTINUE TO EXIST IN PARALLEL.
